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2008 holds a number of possibilities with regard to machinery, my
current GSXR1000 is up for sale and a new bike is being lined up. Just
what manufacturer we go with is as yet undecided and whether we
obtain a 2007 or 2008 bike is largely dependant on availability and of
course finances. | also intend on acquiring a Supersport 600 machine,
again either a 2007 or 2008 model, I borrowed a 600 for a few races
this year and thoroughly enjoyed running in two classes so hopefully
we can put something together to enable us to run two bikes all year.

My aims for 2008 are simple - win. After so much promise in 2006,
2007 turned out to be an up and down year, with injury and plain bad
luck hampering my title aspirations. You have to set your sights high
which is why I am gearing up to win both the Irish Superbike and
Supersport Championships. The competition for both classes will be
tough but I am a proven race winner in both classes and as such have
as good a chance as anyone.

Outside the Irish Championship | hope to fulfil an ambition and finally
take in a few British Championship rounds in the form of the British
Superstock Championship. I will also be chasing some illustrious
silverware as | head for Croft to retain the Laird of Croft title and regain
the Ken Redfern trophy. I'll be returning to Scotland to go for the Steve
Hislop Memorial Trophy and Wales for the Anglesey Grand title. At
home the main trophy race which still eludes me is the Enkalon Trophy
held on Easter Saturday at Bishopscourt.

A Supporters Club has been formed to aid with my 2008 campaign,
this will prove to be an invaluable source of support throughout the
year.

As | have said, the above costs may vary and are therefore an estimate,
I have split the costs between the Superbike and Supersport as,
depending on what financial packages | can put together the machines
may or may not carry the same livery.

All contributions are tax deductable whilst the purchase of machines,
tyres and extras carry Vat which can also be reclaimed. The appropriate
receipts will be provided to all sponsors as requested. Contributions can
be made as a one of payment or, in the case of tyres and entry fees etc
can be paid throughout the year in smaller amounts.

In return for sponsorship | endeavour to provide as much coverage as |
possibly can. In addition to advertising space on my bike sponsors receive
advertising on my website, signboards at race meetings and continuous
pictures and plugs in the media including all Racing magazines (Ireland
and UK wide), The Chronicle, The Newsletter, Sunday Life and many more.
British Championship and selected Irish Championship races also
receive television coverage and any other avenue of promotion will be
investigated, any suggestions or requests from sponsors will be explored
/ facilitated. All sponsors also receive an advert on my calendar at the
end of the year.

If the idea of sponsoring me interests anyone in the slightest | encourage
you not to be put off by the large figures shown as | can always provide
a ‘cheaper’ avenue of support if required.
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I made my third annual trip to the North East Motorcycle Clubs biggest
event of the year at Croft in England in July, equipped for the first time
with two machines. After a Supersport double in 2005 and obtaining the
Ken Redfern Memorial trophy in 2006 on my Superbike | was looking
forward to the prospect of 10 races over the two days with both the Ken
Redfern and Laird of Croft title to aim for.

Af er qualifying both bikes on the front row | staréed my weekend with a

in the first Superbike race followed up by a 3"% in the first Supersport
race. The next Superbike race was fantastic as | fought my way through
to catch and pass Championship leader Bennett to take the win. The
“Laird of Croft” trophy race was next on the 600 and after catching the
leader at mid distance | shadowed him until the final stages when |
slipped through to take the win. The final Supersport race of the day
should have been another victory but after catching and again shadowing
the leader, a mistake by him put me in the gravel trap and out of the race
with 3 laps to go.

Day two and the first Superbike race provided another win as the race
was stopped before the end as the rain came down. | had already pulled
away though for a comfortable win. Another great duel in the first 600
race of the day came down to the last lap where | unfortunately lost out
by less than a second to finish second. The big Ken Redfern trophy was
next in wet conditions and | was determined to retain the title and become
the only Irish man to win it twice. After a tentative first few laps | took the
lead and pulled away with only one rival for company. Going on to the
last lap | had a one second advantage but a kamikaze move at the final
turn saw me punted off, eventually finishing runner up. The final 600 race
of the weekend was next and again | shadowed the leader (and eventual
champion) until the last lap when | forced my way through to take the
win and the fastest 600 lap of the weekend on the last lap. The final
Superbike race was the least exciting of the entire weekend as | didn't
get away with the leaders finishing a lonely 3/,

Eight podiums and a 4th place from 9 finishes,including four wins and
the Laird of Croft title, not a bad weekend!
